VOLUNTEER NEEDED
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR
The Borough is currently seeking a volunteer to serve as the Emergency Management Coordinator
(EMC). The responsibilities and functions of the EMC are listed below and require actions which are
common to all types of major emergencies or disasters, (i.e. dangerous storms, hazardous materials
accidents, nuclear incidents).

A. Prepare, maintain and keep current a disaster emergency operations plan for the prevention and
minimization of injury and damage caused by a major emergency or disaster, prompt and
effective response to a major emergency or disaster and emergency relief and recovery in
consonance with the Butler County Emergency Management Plan.

B. Initiate and maintain coordination and cooperation with the Butler County Emergency
Management Agency (BCEMA), and provide prompt information as requested.

C. Identify hazards that may affect the municipality. In coordination with the Butler County
Emergency Management Agency (BCEMA) and based upon its Hazards Vulnerability Analysis,
determine what hazards could potentially impact upon the Borough.

D. Identify resources within the municipality that can be used to respond in a major emergency or
disaster situation and report "unmet" needs. This should include both public and private resources
and mass care facilities.

E. Develop and maintain an emergency management organization and a trained staff appropriate
for the needs and resources of Seven Fields Borough. The staff must be capable of maintain-
ing 24 hour operations.

Mobilize, direct and coordinate the emergency management staff during an emergency.
Develop standard operating procedures (SOP) in coordination with the staff to carry out their
responsibilities and functions and the functions of the Emergency Operations Center.

No-Solicitation List

A solicitor's permit is necessary to solicit anywhere in the Borough of Seven Fields
in accordance with Ordinance #5.

A No-Solicitation List is being considered that will prohibit solicitation to anyone on the list.
Residents interested in being included on this list will need to complete the “no-solicitation”
form available at the Borough Office or online at www.sevenfields.org. Should a person be
soliciting without a valid permit, they are subject to fines and/or arrest. All solicitors are
restricted to the hours of 10am-7pm, Monday through Saturday. No solicitation is permitted on
Sundays. If a violation is deemed to have occurred, a summons may be issued to the
violating person and/or business. A police officer does not need to be present at the time the
alleged violation occurs; however, a complainant's testimony will be required if the matter is
prosecuted in court.

For safety's sake, never pay or donate cash to a door-to-door solicitor. If a solicitor does not
have a permit, contact the Evans City/Seven Fields Regional Police Department using Butler
County 911 to report the complaint.

False Alarms

While home alarm systems may provide residents with some peace of mind and
security, they sometimes create problems for emergency personnel. Alarms, at
times, go off for no apparent reason or for reasons other than the threat of an
intruder or fire, alerting emergency personnel to respond. As a result, police
and other emergency personnel are forced to respond to false alarms on an all
too frequent basis. As a result, the Borough has adopted policies regarding
false alarms. According to Ordinance #34, a false alarm is defined as any alarm
to which the police, fire or ambulance responds resulting from the activation of
an alarm device when a crime, fire or other emergency warranting immediate
action by the police, fire department or ambulance has not occurred. An
accidental false alarm for any reason to which the police, fire and/or ambulance
responds shall be charged in each calendar year as follows:

First alarm of each year No charge

Second to fifth alarm of each year $50/per false alarm
Sixth to tenth alarm each year $100/per false alarm
Eleventh and up $125/per false alarm

Please help us keep emergency personnel where they are truly needed. If you
are having trouble with your security system, please contact your security
company so they may assist you in resolving the problem in a timely manner to
prevent further false alarms and charges.
